One of the Christ-

mas gifts I received 

was a tin of fudge.  

It sure was tasty, so 

good that I asked 

the gift-giver for the 

recipe for the two kinds of fudge gifted to my 

family.  Today, in my recipe box are two hand-

written cards that contain the instructions to make 

these luscious treats.  Each recipe ends with this 

word:  Enjoy! 
 

I wish that there were recipes to follow as we ex-

perience change in our lives.  I wish that I could ask 

a friend to gift me with the step-by-step instructions 

he followed to navigate the unexpected events in 

life.  There are times in my life when I wish that, as 

I face the changes in my life that cause me to adapt 

my behavior and my viewpoint, God would send 

me an email with a single word, Enjoy! 
 

Truth be told, there are some changes I welcome, 

others I dread.  A few changes can be anticipated, 

yet most are unexpected and require the hard work 

of making adjustments in life.  There is no miracle 

pill to take or a bewitching cantation to utter to 

ward off the changes that we face in our culture, 

our congregation, or our everyday lives.  The pro-

verbial Lutheran question, ñWhat does this mean?ò 

is a good starting point.  What this means is that we 

as disciples of Jesus need ñways of beingò that sus-

tain us as we traverse the rugged terrain of our natu-

rally changing lives.  These are called ñpractices.ò  

The earliest of Jesus disciples lived out a life of 

Christian practices such as prayer, hospitality, read-

ing scripture, Sabbath, pronouncing blessing, 

awareness, etc.  Some of you have a book called 

Practicing our Faith.  We read it together during 

Sunday morning Adult Forums in late 2007 or early 

2008.  During that class we talked openly about 

Christian practices that we live out daily. 
 

What is a Christian practice? According to the au-

thors of Practicing our Faith, ñChristian practices 

are things Christian people do together over time to 

address fundamental human needs in the light of 

and in response to God's grace to all creation 

through Christ Jesus.ò   Think about the practice of 

pronouncing blessings.  This means that during the 

course of our day, we say ñBless youò when some 

sneezes or coughs.  We bid some blessing as we 

say, ñGood-bye.ò (Good-bye is a contraction for the 

phrase, God be with ye) We bless our children si-

lently in prayer when we peek in on them before we 

head off to bed.  The final wave to friends as they 

back out of the driveway is a blessing.  Our worship 

life is full of blessing.  Each worship service is 

woven together on a loom of blessings.  The bless-

They 

teach us to remember even as we live into the 

changes that are before us, God faithful, stead-

fast, and true. 
 

Becoming aware of our Christian practices is a 

dimension of the Transformational ministry ex-

perience we are beginning at House of Prayer.
