Itôs been over 43 years since I 

stepped off the plane in Vietnam as a 21-year-

old helicopter pilot and I can still feel the blast 

of heat and humidity.  I have vivid memories 

that keep alive the significance of the learnings 

from that time.  I was changed forever by the 

experienceééé.all of the lessons in time 

have had their value.  The main lessons are 

about the sanctity of life, the value of a trusted 

team, and that ñwisdomò never leads anybody 

to war, but it can be the outcome of having been 

there. 
 

Iôve been spending time with several folk in 

hospice situations.  I am always in awe at the 

depth of the human spirit facing death and the 

peace simple faith provides.  I see the finger-

prints and shadow of the sacred in the lives of 

those who give their loved ones time as life 

ebbs and the door to death openséééé.such 

a gift! 
 

Spiritual practices give us connections to the 

energy at the core of all creation we call God.  

As we have explored those this year, Iôm aware 

of the unique shaped space within each of us 

that God is helping us find ways to explore and 

fill.  Itôs different for each of uséé.but then 

we are created to be who we are, not what the 

world tries to make us becomeééand our

Laura also plans to 

clean and/or refinish the cabinets below the win-

dows and remove some of the sliding doors to 

make shelves more accessible.   

 The Northwest Conference Room is be-

ing updated as well.  The amazing Three Amigos 

(Andy Henrickson, Gil Frosig, and Jim Ander-

son) painted the walls, chipped radiators, and the 

dingy ceiling. The old window coverings were 

removed in preparation for Hirshfields to install 

new faux wood blinds. These blinds will also 

replace the old ones in the copier room and the 

main office area.  

  Because of the generosity of the Founda-

tion and MANY of you, the funds needed to be-

gin Phase 1 of the Parish Hall Kitchen Project 

are in place.  Phase 1 will get underway after 

May 20, 2010 with the installation of the new 

commercial stove and hood/vent system.  Hock-

enbergs will supply the materials and Hertz Me-

chanical Inc. will do the venting work.  Future 

plans for remodeling the Parish Hall Kitchen in-

clude a new stainless scullery sink, small dish-

washer, French door refrigerator; as well as ce-

ramic tile flooring, cabinetry, and countertops 

replicating the Fellowship Hall Kitchen.  Need-

less to say, additional funds are needed to phase 

in these kitchen improvements.  Without the 

countless volunteer hours and monetary contri-

butions, none of this would be possible.  Thank 

you fellow members for your ongoing support of 

improvements to OUR  HOUSE.  Please check 

out all of these positive changes.

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The Heritage Team Remembers... 
55 Years Ago.  A Sidewalk Superintendentôs Musings.  

Isnôt it wonderful to see our new Church rising?  Our 

architects advise us that our building was 12-½% com-

pleted by May 31st.  The job is ñon schedule.ò  C. T. 

Jacobson has been an avid ñsidewalk superintendent.ò  

Not only has he been watching the building rise from 

week to week but he has taken pictures of the develop-

ment from week to week.  These will be valuable addi-

tions for the pictorial history of our Church.  (From

50 Years Ago.  Centennial of Our Church Sunday.  

This Sunday, June 5, marks the birth of our Augustana 

Lutheran Church.  It was one hundred years ago to the 

day that 18 pastors and 14 laymen representing 49 con-

gregations met in a Norwegian Lutheran Church and 

founded the Augustana Church at Jefferson Prairie, 

Wisconsin.  An historic service will be held at this site 

commemorating the centennial.  The historic service 

will precede the Centennial Synod of the 600,000 

member church which opens the following day at Rock 

Island, Illinois.  (From Hi-Lines, June 1, 1960) 

 

50 Years Ago.  Synod Votes to Merge.  The Centennial 

Synod of our Church held June 6 ï 12 will go down in 

history as an epic-making affair. By an overwhelming 

vote delegates voted to approve the merger documents 

with three other Lutheran church bodies. Thus, if ap-

proved by the other bodies involved, our Augustana 

Church will lose its life in a larger Lutheran Church 

body in the summer of 1962.  The vote to approve 

came after a lengthy discussion in which a number of 

controversial issues were raised.  Hardly a delegate 

raised a voice in opposition to merger.  The only ques-

tions involved seemed to be the basis for merger. It 

was felt by some of us very keenly that a stronger and 

firmer basis could have been established and should 

have been renegotiated.  Delegates thought otherwise 

and so voted.  Perhaps, however our ñcaringò that 

some very vital and crucial matters be pointed up, dis-

cussed, and debated may bear some fruit for the future.  

We trust so. Merging with others does not solve all our 

problems.  It raises many.  However, let us all realize 

that our merging with three other fine and strong Lu-

theran bodies will be a blessing to our Church and our 

congregations.  Let us pray that we all might be worthy 

of Godôs rich blessings to ensue through merger.  Rep-

resenting our congregation at synod were your Pastor 

and lay delegate Marvin Lestor.  (From Hi-Lines, June

45 Years Ago.  Miami Bound.  We rejoice to know 

that some forty youth will be Miami-bound in the latter 

part of this summer for our nation-wide LCA Youth 

Convention to be held August 24-29 at Miami Beach, 

Florida. This is a once in a lifetime experience.  A tre-

mendous schedule of activities is planned for the youth 

during their Miami-stay including Bible study, services 

of worship, feature programs, sightseeing, sporting ac-

tivity, and entertainment.

In 

every conceivable way let us give these youth our en-

couragement. From personal experience let me say as a 

Pastor that a Youth Convention like that being held this 

summer under the auspices of the church can be a mar-

velous spiritual experience for Christian youth.

35 Years Ago.  House Of Prayer To Resettle A Viet-
namese Family!  The Executive Board of our Church 

has voted to sponsor a Vietnamese Refugee Family 

through Lutheran Social Service of Minnesota.  LSS 

asked House of Prayer to be a sponsoring congregation 

together with more than 180 churches in the Twin City 

and Minnesota area.  Our family will be coming imme-

diately.  The Ralph Alberty family has volunteered to 

house them temporarily until permanent housing can be 

arranged.  A job has been assured to them through De-

Larias Kitchens.  A special Task Force has been set up 

by our Social Ministry Commission to help with reset-

tlement.  Commissioner Harold Medin is chairman, 

Barbara Kraker and Dorothy Chellsen (housing and 

food), Fred Saltvold (communication), Lynn Nelson 

(counseling), Myrt and Ed Thom (housing), the Pastors 

(pastoral care).  Read Fredôs article ñHow Can We 

Help?ò elsewhere in the Hi Lines!  Letôs all share in an 

unusual venture of Christian neighborliness and concern 

helping to fulfill our Lordôs words, ñI was a stranger 

and you took me in!ò  Other churches in Richfield will 

also be sponsoring Vietnamese families through the 



coordinated efforts of the Richfield Ministerial Asso-

ciation.  Thanks for your prayers and support!  -- Pas-

tors Chell and Bingea.  (From Hi-Lines, June 4, 1975) 

 

35 Years Ago.  A Recognition Dinner.  Audrey Blom, 

Jill Schostag and Dave Henrickson are being honored 

this Thursday by the Church Board, Commissioners, 

Personnel Committee and Church Staff.
