Your efforts 
for the March Minnesota FoodShare Month were 
once again outstanding.  

We are approaching a busy summer and looking 
forward to some new volunteer opportunities and 
some anticipated record-breaking service num-
bers!  

 Statistics: 
The VEAP Transportation Program has accepted 
80 new riders in the past six months!  Riders in 
the VEAP Transportation Program are eligible to 
use the program three times a week. There are 
currently 251 clients using the program.  

A VEAP Client Story: 

A Bloomington family had a disconnect notice; 
they owed $460 to gas company.  The gas com-
pany wanted half of the total amount owed in 
order to make a payment arrangement.  VEAP 
helped with a partial payment on the bill so that 
the customer could set up affordable arrange-
ments that fit in the family’s budget.  VEAP also 
assisted the family with food two times a month 
to ensure the family could keep the payment plan 
they made. 

Thank you for participating in another successful 
Minnesota FoodShare month!  This March, we 
received 18,144 pounds of food from member 
churches.  Thank you for all your hard work in 
making this a success!  Because of all your ef-
forts, the over 4,000 individuals VEAP serves 
each month will continue to receive life-
sustaining food and other services.  We appreci-
ate everything that you do! 

Please consider additional food and fund drives 
over the summer months, as demand for our ser-
vices continue to rise.

It has become fairly common for people---members 
and guests---to comment about the energy they feel 
at House of Prayer (HOP).  What a great thing to 
realize that people here are excited and actively in-
volved in this community---in this mission center!  I 
believe God smiles about HOP! 
 

The source of this energy is very exciting to me.  It 
certainly is multi-faceted, but one of those facets is 
lay involvement.  HOP is now a good two years into 
the ministry team structure of operation.  The Tran-
sition Task Force, itself a lay-driven venture, recom-
mended this governance model, and it was approved 
by the congregation.  I believe the increased roles of 
laity are central to the renewal cycle we are in. 
 

I hope you’ve had an opportunity to see some of the 
activity, to hear the ideas, to observe the ownership 
that lay people developed because of their involve-
ment in a ministry team.  These teams are the seven 
teams on the organization chart that guide our over-
all ministry, but they also include some 80 teams, 
many of which we don’t hear much about.  We liter-
ally have hundreds of people creating the wonderful 
energy that impresses guests (and God?). 
 

Examples are always limiting, but let me illustrate 
with a few.  Your Leadership Ministry Team met on 
May 20 to refine our structure and to work on next 
year’s budget.  It’s significant to note that we’re see-
ing more young people commit to leadership roles.  
These lay and staff people were engaged, thought-
ful, concerned, candid.  This is a very good sign for 
House of Prayer’s future.  There are more examples. 

 

Last week while helping to 
locate a ladder, I personally 
discovered how valuable 
our banner team is to our 
worship (I got on that lad-
der!).  I also discovered that 
two couples, Jim and El-
mira Doering and Ron and 
Arliss Anderson, needed to 
end these roles after years 

of faithful, unsung 
service.  I also dis-
covered, in part be-
cause of the smell of 
the still-drying poly-
urethane, that Irene 
Sable had refinished
